Teachers’ Professional Writings: a Professional Skill With Major Challenges in the Era of “Inclusive”

The implementation of a school based on the inclusive paradigm has profoundly reformed
the French education system and led to the creation of new professional writings linked to the
schooling of students with so-called special educational needs (Warnock, 1978). Although recent
interms of the historicity of the school, these writings take an important place in the professional
landscape of teachers of the 21st century. In a clinical approach with a psychoanalytic orientation
(Blanchard-Laville et al., 2005), this article aims to question the relationship of teachers to their
professional writing as well as the new issues linked to this professional skill in the era of inclusive
education. Professional writing is seen as a stigma (Goffman, 1963/1975) which marks two
simultaneous losses: that of the ideal student and that of the ideal teacher.
